MINUTES OF PUBLIC HEARING & REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MARCH 11, 2009
Mayor Donald Sanny opened the public hearing at City Hall at 7:00 p.m. regarding the PROPOSED CITY BUDGET FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2009 AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2010.  Council present were Jerry Hudson, Scott Anderson, Jon Mosier, Ron Miller, and Traci Tyson-Steyer.  There were no written or oral comments.  Closed the public hearing at 7:01.  

Mayor Sanny called the regular meeting to order at 7:02.  Others present were Dan Feistner, Carrie Kirchhoff, Jan Hall, MSA representatives, Sarah Campbell and Chris Janson, and Steve Steyer.  Motion made by Hudson, second by Steyer to approve the agenda.  All Ayes  Motion by Hudson, second by Miller to approve the minutes of the February 11 meeting, clerk, budget, paid and scheduled claims, and Library Report under the consent agenda.  All Ayes

Received a written report from Fire Chief, Jeff Pope.   One call this month, three members will be attending FF2 classes in Atlantic, and met with the Cass Township Trustees.  The Trustees would like to be on the agenda for the April meeting.  Mayor Sanny reported IMWCA did a safety review on March 3rd.  The representative would like to meet with the Fire Department to go over the Volunteer Firefighter Criteria to become compliant.
Motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2009-9 by Hudson, second by Anderson “APPROVAL OF ANNUAL CITY BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2009 AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2010.  All Ayes
Motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2009-10 by Anderson, second by Mosier “APPROVAL OF RETAINER FOR CITY ATTORNEY”.  All Ayes

Motion to adopt RESOLUTIN 2009-11 by Steyer, second by Miller “APPROVAL OF CITY EMPLOYEE WAGES”.  All Ayes

Motion by Miller, second by Hudson to approve Steyer & City Clerk to attend IMFOA and for the Clerk to attend the Iowa Municipal Professional’s Academy.  All Ayes
Chris Janson gave the Council an update on the LMI survey that was sent out.  Stressed again how important it is to complete the survey and return it.  Sarah Campbell went over the Wastewater Facility Plan that is to be submitted to the IDNR with three different alternatives with cost estimates.  Motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2009-12 by Mosier, second by Steyer “APPROVAL OF WASTEWATER FACILITY PLAN TO IDNR.  All Ayes
Motion by Mosier, second by Hudson to approve having Henningsens grind down and repack two blocks of Webster St, between Main and Oregon and one block on Market St, between Main and Nebraska, plus four other blocks that need gravel.  All Ayes
Motion by Mosier, second by Steyer to not do a City Wide Clean-up this Spring.  All Ayes

Discussion was held regarding dogs running at large. Attorney Feistner reported he had talked to the local vets and a couple are willing to hold dogs if needed.  He will work on a 28E agreement and have dollar amounts ready for the next meeting.  Also reported Nick Anderson pled guilty to Dogs At Large on March 3, 2009 for the incident on February 7, 2009.
Motion by Steyer, second by Miller to approve the purchase of five signs, to post at each entrance into town, regarding peddler’s permits.  All Ayes
Motion by Hudson, second by Miller APPROVAL OF 28E AGREEMENT WITH THE CASS COUNTY SHERIFF’S OFFICE TO INCLUDE THE CITY OF MASSENA WITH LEWIS AND WIOTA IN THE UNIFIED LAW ENFORCEMENT DISTRICT.  All Ayes
During Council comments, Council discussed talking to the owner’s of the campers along Main Street.  It was also discussed the policy regarding signatures on checks.  The Mayor informed them it has been the policy for the past seven years to have two signatures on all checks.  It has also been the policy to have all prepaid claims and scheduled claims with invoices for all on the Council table for the Members to look at and to sign the official list at the meetings.

Attorney Feistner discussed the progress of the 501 Webster property. 

Mayor Sanny reported Turner Service will be exercising the valves on April 2, 2009.  Also reported he is going to get an estimate from Weirich Welding for making a six foot safety cage to put on the forks of the loader.  
Motion by Mosier, second by Miller to adjourn the meeting.  All Ayes  Meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
